


Municipal House in Prague is the city's foremost 
Art Nouveau building, and one of the finest in 
Europe.Inside is a magnificent complex of rooms, 
including the largest concert hall in Prague, an 
elegant French restaurant, a Czech beer hall style 
restaurant, a traditional café, the first American 
bar in the Czech Republic and exhibition rooms. 
Municipal House opened in 1912, having been 
constructed on the site of the former Royal Court 
Palace. It gained fame on the 28th October 1918 
when the historic proclamation of the independent 
state of Czechoslovakia took place here. 
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
